We make a difference in the world daily because we pay 100% of shared offerings to the
Conference. With those funds we are in ministry not only in the U.S., but around the
world, bringing classrooms and clinics. Sending doctors, nurses, teachers, and builders.
We in Saybrook send out hope as we send out the Gospel. We have
supported UMCOR 1n its missions. We collect flood buckets and baby caps. And in our
own backyard we adopt 35 families each year for Christmas, supplying them not only
with a token single gift, but we offer them much food and good clothing—- oh the tables
of clothing. And the leftovers are sent to 3 or 4 other ministries in the area. We offer a
summer worship service at the lake, and have done so for 52 years, inviting
vacationers and townsfolk a place to worship and admire God®& creation.
We touch people with our Endowment Fund, we help find appliances for those with a
need, and have filled our bus with boxes of school supplies. We are good at finding a
need and filling it. We annually sponsor a summer VBS with usually 50+ in attendance.
We have done well in bringing in new members, and our worship attendance is up—-
but we could do better. We need to be intentional inviting. We need to encourage those
in our neighborhoods and those who attend our VBS to be in worship and Sunday
School on Sunday mornings. Our WOW service is consistent, but wouldn it be great to
see it grow. We feed many at our Community Dinners, but wouldn it be great to feed
their souls as well as their bellies.
In a few months we will begin our focus on year 2017, and would it not be great to see
the visions of 2016 mature and grow like the visions of those handful of Saints from
1 8 1 6Itwill only happen if we come together as the body of Christ, Trying to Live
Like Jesus, determined to Make and Mature Disciples of Jesus Christ for the
Transformation of the World.
